1.  Call to order and introductions

The meeting was called to order at 1:33 p.m. by Chairman, Tom Groves.
2.  Determination of quorum
It was determined there was a quorum.

3.  Approval of agenda      
Ms. Lea moved to approve the agenda as presented; seconded by Mr. Yonke.  Unanimous voice vote of approval.
4. Approval of the minutes from the Executive Board Meeting of June 15, 2011 
Mr. Yonke moved to approve the minutes as presented; seconded by Commissioner Roll.  Unanimous voice vote of approval.
5.  District Managers Report
Ms. Trass began by stating that there were 10 grants that closed this past quarter.  She stated that all of them but two were closed with success and no issues.  Ms. Trass wanted to explain, discuss, and get direction on grants outlined item #4 and #5 on her report.
Grant #2010004, “EO Recycles Vehicle’, Endless Options:  Ms. Trass explained that the subgrantee failed to have MMSWMD listed on the Certificate of Title as lien holder.  She has contacted Endless Options and they are in the process of correcting this oversight.  With discussing this shortcoming with the Board, it was agreed that final payment would be held until appropriate documentation is provided to District staff.

Ms. Trass also highlighted Grant #2010006, “Every Day is Earth Day”, Central MO Assoc for the Education of Young Children:  Part of their FAA agreement was to fulfill task 6: providing an incentive for a returned survey.  In their Final Report summary, Section B, they stated the project fell short because they didn’t meet this initially agreed upon requirement.  Ms. Trass explained that survey cards were provided in the Earth Day Kits, however, none were returned and no incentive was given to do so.  After discussion, it was determined this task was still something the subgrantee could complete.  Earth Day Kits were distributed to child care providers and Central MO Association should be able to contact them either by phone or mail to obtain feedback.  Once sufficient feedback gathered and submitted to MMSWMD staff, final payment will be released.

In other notes, Ms. Trass shared that she visited with Commissioners from all 8 counties in Region H.  She enjoyed meeting everyone and getting their feedback.  Items of focus would be options for recycling/disposing of carpet and white goods.

Ms. Trass updated the Board on the most recent tire and ewaste collection that was held in Osage County on June 25th.  She also brought up the need for HAZWOPER 24hr training and an 8hr refresher.  Existing HHW facility employees will need recertification (8hr) before September 22nd.  New facility employees for Fayette and Tipton will need the 24hr course and could be done anytime before the facilities open.  Ms. Trass asked for suggestion for locations for these trainings.  Mr. Miller stated the 8hr refresher could be held in Fulton where the original course took place last year.  It was agreed that a location be found in either Fayette or Tipton for the 24hr course as it will be a lesser travel time for those that need to attend.  MMSWMD staff will work on arranging these trainings with PSC and Midwest Environmental Services.
6.  Treasurer’s report and approval of bills
Board Treasurer, Mr. Miller presented the Treasurers Reports for May 2011.
The checking account reconciled balance is $1,000.00 

The Administrative account balance is $152,956.12
The District Grant account balance is $420,058.60
Budget Amendments: 

Grant # 2010019, River Relief, Inc., “Expanding the Big Muddy Clean-up Fleet”:   Due to extensive rains this season, subgrantee has requested a six month extension to enable them to report diversion.  Also, River Relief had their equipment cost come in $1,000.00 lower than anticipated.  Subgrantee adjusted their match increasing coordination, boat preparation, and licensing to offset this.  All grant and matching funds are documented in their current invoice.  Retainage of $2,116.35 is being held until final report is provided.
Commissioner Hoelscher moved to approve the amended FAA for Grant#2011-019 from River Relief, Inc.; seconded by Mr. Yonke.  Unanimous voice vote of approval.  
Reimbursements (Tipton Times, $24.60; Central MO Newspapers, $345.60; Boonville Daily News, $84.00; Fayette Democrat, $41.70; Glasgow Missourian, $38.25; Columbia Daily Tribune, $27.59; Columbia Missourian, $16.90; Mexico Ledger, $60.56; Centralia Fireside Guard, $89.78; Boone County Journal, $31.80; Vandalia Leader, $40.38; Unterrified Democrat, $115.50; New World Recycling, $740.00; City of Vandalia, $750.00; Handi-Shop, Inc., $1900.85; Boonslick Industries, $5,424.00; City of Columbia, $3,410.00; Lincoln University, $4,504.00; River Relief, Inc., $3,492.65; Endless Options, $668.81; Central MO Assn for Education of Young Children, $224.31 Callaway Bank, $400.00).  

Commissioner Hoelscher moved to approve all reimbursements with the exception of the ones to the City of Columbia, Endless Options, and Central MO Assn for Education of Young Children; seconded by Mr. Yonke.  Unanimous voice vote of approval.  

Commissioner Hoelscher moved to approve the reimbursement to the City of Columbia; seconded by Mr. Yonke.  Roll call vote in favor of the motion was unanimous with Ms. Lea abstaining.
Commissioner Hoelscher moved to approve the reimbursements to Endless Options and Central MO Assn for the Education of Young Children; seconded by Mr. Yonke.  Unanimous voice vote to not approve these reimbursements.
As explained by District Manager and discussed under item #5, both Endless Options and Central MO Assn for the Education for Young Children still have information that needs to be provided to MMSWMD before reimbursement will be approved.
Transfer of Funds

Administration- Transfer $1,416.66 to checking

District Grants- Transfer $21,114.62 to checking

Ms. Cunningham moved to approve the transfer of funds; seconded by Mr. Yonke.  Unanimous voice vote of approval.
7.  Authorize Board Chairman’s signature on the FY2012 E-verify document required by MDNR for MMSWMD Plan Implementation and District Operations grant funding.
Ms. Lea moved to approve the Executive Board chairman’s signature on the e-verify document.; seconded by Mr. Yonke.  Unanimous voice vote of approval.  
8.  Other Business
Ms. Hershey was not in attendance so the District Manager shared that another potential electronic recycler may be at the District’s disposal for collections.  Vintage Tech Recyclers is the name of the company and the City of Jefferson has arranged for them to do a one day collection October 8th.
Ms. Trass brought up the 2011 Summit for Recyclers and Educators.  She understood this was something that took place in 2010 and wanted to get a date set for this year.  It was agreed that the summit would take place on October 12th immediately following the monthly Executive Board meeting.  MMSWMD staff will arrange a location and get invitations sent out.
