1.  Call to order and introductions

The meeting was called to order at 1:30 p.m. by Chairman, Tom Groves.
2.  Determination of quorum
It was determined there was a quorum.

3.  Approval of agenda      
Ms. Lea moved to approve the agenda as presented; seconded by Mr. Yonke.  Unanimous voice vote of approval.
4. Approval of the minutes from the Executive Board Meeting of October 12, 2011 
Ms. Lea moved to approve the minutes as presented; seconded by Ms. Hershey.  Unanimous voice vote of approval.
5.  District Managers Report
Ms. Trass highlighted City of Columbia submitted their final report for grant# 2009009.  She stated unless there were objections from the Board, final reimbursement would be made to the subgrantee.  Ms. Trass also explained a requested Budget Amendment by the City of Holts Summit in their FAA for grant#2011009.  This would be voted on later in the meeting.
Ms. Trass shared with the Board the results of the two tire collections that took place during October.  Boone County’s collection was not as successful as Audrain County.  She wonders if the Board should consider a plan for future tire collections in urban versus rural counties in our District.
There were several meetings that Ms. Trass had since the last Board Meeting.  She gave an overview of each.  One Ms. Trass highlighted that she met with both Endless Options and Boonslick Industries about how they were getting along coming to an agreement with service areas.  Ms. Trass stated that the discussion was good, but nothing had yet to be resolved.  She did advise them that future grant funding from MMSWMD could be in jeopardy if they could not settle their differences.  EO and BII are still working toward a resolution.
6.  Treasurer’s report and approval of bills
Board Treasurer, Mr. Miller presented the Treasurers Reports for October 2011.
The checking account reconciled balance is $1,000.02 

The Administrative account balance is $115,576.15
The District Grant account balance is $619,286.35
FAA Amendments: 

Grant # 2011009; City of Holts Summit, “Recycling Holts Summit Partnership Project”: Subgrantee requests that a total of $2,410 be moved to their excavation contractor line item; $1,910 from electrical contractor and $500 from light poles.  Excavation cost went up.  Ameren UE provided materials for lighting.
Mr. Yonke moved to approve the amended FAA for Grant number 2011-009; seconded by Ms. Hershey.  Unanimous voice vote of approval.  
Reimbursements (ABC Tire, LLC, $4,150.00; Mexico Ledger, $435.00; Columbia Missourian, $184.50; PSC Environmental, $1,000.00; Boonslick Industries, $2,064.20; City of Columbia, $2,634.02).  

Mr. Yonke moved to approve the reimbursements; seconded by Commissioner Samson.  Roll call vote in favor of the motion was unanimous with Ms. Lea abstaining.
Transfer of Funds

Administration- Transfer $12,614.50 to checking

District Grants- Transfer $4,701.22 to checking

Ms. Hershey moved to approve the reimbursements; seconded by Mr. Yonke.  Unanimous voice vote of approval.  
7.  Approving request for changes in Financial Assistance Agreement to Grant# 2011009; and authorizing the Chairman of the Board to enter into an amended agreement.
This was discussed and voted on under item #6.  

8.   Approving FY2012 District Grant Round 1 award amounts and authorizing the Executive Board Chair to enter into agreements with each of the grant recipients named (copy of unapproved Advisory Committee minutes, summary of grant applications, and aggregate ranking sheet enclosed).
Ms. Trass gave an overview of the grants and that were submitted for round one and ranked by the Advisory Committee in October.  Four of the six submitted grants scored over 200 and the Committee recommended that those four be funded.  Mr. Yonke added that it’s only a recommendation that the Committee gives.  It was ultimately up to the Executive Board to make the final decision as to what to fund and send to MDNR for request.  He also gave a brief overview of the review and approval process for the benefit of Commissioner Davis, who is new to the grant approval process this year.
In looking at the aggregate ranking sheet, it was noticed that the grant in fifth place missed the 200 point cut off by 4 points.  It was discussed whether or not it should be funded. 
Commissioner Samson moved to approve funding on the grants ranked in order 1-4 according to aggregate sheet; seconded by Commissioner Hoelscher.  Roll call vote in favor of the motion failed with with Ms. Hershey and Ms. Lea abstaining.
There were additional questions and thoughts on funding grants ranked 1-5.  Mr. Yonke shared again that the Advisory Committee has their scoring to rank submissions.  A score of 200 or above typically get recommended for funding to the Executive Board; but the Board has final say as to what they’d like to do.
Commissioner Davis moved to approve funding on the grants ranked in order 1-5 according to aggregate sheet; seconded by Mr. Yonke.  Roll call vote in favor of the motion passed with with Ms. Hershey and Ms. Lea abstaining.
9.  Approving the form and content of MDNR invoice worksheet for FY 2011 (Grant Nos. 2011013 and 2011016); and authorizing signature of the Chairman of the Board

Mr. Yonke moved to approve the reimbursements; seconded by Ms. Hershey.  Roll call vote in favor of the motion was unanimous with Ms. Lea abstaining.
